Guidance & Rules for Shorefield Campsite
Guidance
· Shorefield Campsite is 5.5 miles from Gatehouse of Fleet and 2.5 miles from the A75 

· From the A75 take the “Sandgreen” / “Cream O Galloway” turn off. Follow this road passed the “Cream O Galloway” turn off until you see the sea, you will then come to a 90 degree right corner in the road. Don’t take this corner drive straight ahead onto a track. Please drive slowly as you may meet walkers, cyclists and children. Follow this track for some 200 meters to our campsite car park.

· Please be aware that we do have neighbors who live nearby (although their houses can’t be seen) who also use this track.

· Our water is from a mains supply. Please use responsibly. 

· We recommend that you use portable toilets which we can arrange for you. If you use chemical toilets you will have to arrange their disposal off site. We do not allow toilet pits.

Rules
· Shorefield is part of a working farm, please don’t climb fences or dykes (use gates provided), leave gates as you find them and don’t let rubbish blow into neibouring fields. Some of the fences are electric for stock proofing, don’t let children play on them, sit on them or hang washing on them. … they are very expensive to repair ! They will be turned off during your stay

· No dogs !

· Please use the BBQs supplied for all fires, we must ask you not to use pallet wood for fires on site as this can leave nails in the grass which can cause injury to livestock.  Supply of fire wood can be arranged with the warden.

· Please keep the site clean & tidy at all times. Rubbish should be burnt, bagged and taken away. Wet pits must be used properly with no food stuffs being buried as this encourages foxes and other animals to dig them up.

· The foreshore and “Blackthorn” around the site is a SSSI (site of special scientific interest) please take care of it.

· Leaders in charge are responsible for their own group risk assessment.
